Membership

1. Dues will begin to be collected April 1, and due by May 31st each year.

2.   Community Cupboard

3.   Ronald Mc Donald House
A. HCQ supports the Ronald Mc Donald House in Danville, PA – Geisinger Hospital with continuing donations of quilts, pillowcases, Christmas stocking, toiletries items for their families and aluminum can pull-tabs.  
B. HCQ members are asked to make 2 quilts a year the minimum size 40” square for children 12 years old and under.  Quilts may be pieced, appliquéd or pre-printed (add border if necessary).  Quilts must be quilted or machine tied, not hand tied, and no embellishments.
C. Members may make a label for the quilt. A HCQ card will be given to each parent/guardian of every child receiving a quilt. 
4. Other Community Organizations as approved by the Executive board.

A. When approved by the Executive Board, other organizations may be added to our Philanthropic & Charitable endeavors.  
B. A guild member will be identified as the point of contact for the additional organization. This guild member will be responsible for coordination of all guild efforts related to this organization.
